UNVEILED IN APRIL 2002, THE MEMORIAL PAYS HOMAGE TO THEIR MEMORY
BY PROUDLY DISPLAYING THEIR NAMES ON A STUNNING DISPLAY. THIS TRAV-
ELING EXHIBITION, APPROPRIATELY TITLED “RESPECT AND REMEMBRANCE:
REFLECTIONS OF LIFE ON THE ROAD,” WAS DESIGNED AS AN EVERLASTING
TRIBUTE TO THOSE KILLED IN WORK ZONES, AND TO HONOR THOSE MEN,
WOMEN, AND CHILDREN ON A CONTINUOUS BASIS. THE EXHIBITION IS A
MEMORIAL ON WHICH THE NAMES OF THOSE KILLED IN WORK ZONES ACROSS

AMERICA’S ROADWAY WORK ZONES. SINCE ITS CREATION, THE MEMORIAL
HAS TRAVELED TO 50 SITES ACROSS THE COUNTRY.

ALPHABETICALLY WITH THE “HIGHWAY,” “LANE,” AND “ROW” LOCATION THAT
CORRESPONDS TO THE PANELS ON THE MEMORIAL. ANOTHER DOCUMENT
THAT LISTS THE NAMES SUBMITTED IN ORDER BY STATE IS ALSO AVAILABLE.

Roapway WoRKER MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

IN May oF 2001, THE FOUNDATION LAUNCHED THE RoAbDwAy VWORKER
MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM. THE PURPOSE OF THE PROGRAM IS
TO PROVIDE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE FOR POST-HIGH SCHOOL EDUCATION TO
THE CHILDREN OF ROADWAY WORKERS KILLED OR PERMANENTLY DISABLED
IN ROADWAY WORK ZONES. THE SCHOLARSHIPS ARE COMPETITIVE AND HAVE
A VALUE OF UP To $3,000 PER AWARD.

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS MUST BE CHILDREN OF ROADWAY WORKERS KILLED OR
PERMANENTLY DISABLED IN WORK ZONES. PARENTS WITH CUSTODY OR LEGAL
GUARDIANSHIP OF SURVIVING CHILDREN ARE ALSO ELIGIBLE FOR A SCHOLAR-
